· While inside the Reserve throwing of litter outside the garbage bin is prohibited.  Visitors are also advised to carry litter bags and bring   back their non-biodegradable litter outside the Reserve. 

· Throwing of polythene products outside garbage bins, and smoking/lighting of fire of any kind outside  camping  area is strictly prohibited. 

· Playing of transistor/tape recorder/ blowing of horn/ shouting/ teasing or chasing animals/attempt  to  feed  them are   prohibited.  Violation of these would invite heavy penalty. 

· Visitors are required to collect entry permit from Pithabata/ Jashipur and must keep it with them till they leave the park boundary & produce it as and when required by supervising staff.
